Introduction
As a subject of this work I had chosen the change of attitude of the British state for "internal security" and "counter-terrorism" policies, after the fateful day of 9/11, and that the violations of human rights by the side of the British state’s repressive mechanisms.

But influenced by the pattern of suppression of the rebellion in Turkey (June 2013) and the violent methods used by the Turkish state to control its citizens claiming by mass terms change  of the existing authoritarian political establishment, I felt that the political lines that are promoted by conservative governments with neoliberal economic orientations on "crowd control" and repression of movements that are oppossing to government mandates, are identical with the causes that gave birth to the "anti-terror" laws and policies of "internal security".

However, because these policies are promoted worldwide by international organizations such as NATO and the EU I will no focus on specialized events in Turkey but I will present similar or identical political crackdowns of movements or uprisings in countries that are members of those international organizations.

More specifically, we will examine the repression by Greek Police to the residents of Halkidiki, the rebellion of Turkish citizens and the Armado Diaz raid during the G8 summit in Genoa in 2001.

All these movements may have different goals or different ways to express their collective actions but they do nevertheless have a common denominator which is none other than state repression.
