Abstract
The term "bullying and school violence» (school bullying), as the term «victimization» used to describe a condition in which exerted deliberate, unprovoked, systematic and repeated violence and aggressive behavior in order to enforce, oppression and bodily and mental pain to students from peers within and outside the school. Often the "stronger" child derives from the practice of some benefit, such as pleasure, prestige, material possessions, while a "weak" child can not protect a substantial and radical way himself. Bullying and school violence is a group phenomenon, and not just the student who bullies and those being bullied, but also those who are present or aware of its existence, say observers, who may be either students or adults. Then the second part unfolds with theoretical approaches, which define the phenomenon of violence in school. Specifically to work include: a classical theory, the Neoklassikistiki Theory, Determinism and Lomprosiani Theory. Moreover, our text contains the theories of Eysenck, of Durkheim, of Merton, of Lemert, of Marx and Engels and the theory of Bonger. Finally, the typology of criminals and Chapman and Goffman with the Phenomenology of ecology is also referred.
