Abstract
The economic crisis of our country has increased the violence within the family environment. Poverty, unemployment and insecurity for surviving bring Hellas at the first place between eight European countries as to physical and psychological violence between spouses. 72% of men and 70,7% of women stated that  in one year they suffered psychological abuse at least  once and 31,7% and 23,4% physical assault. To some extent the results appear to be affected by the crisis, while the perpetrators included are people of all educational and economic levels. These data resulted inter alia from DOVE (Domestic Violence in Europe) survey held at civilians of Spain, Germany, Hungary, Belgium, United Kingdom, Sweeden, Portugal and Hellas. Lower rates exhibit the Greek in sexual assaults and injuries within the family, an area in which the lead is held by Germany and United Kingdom. The problem of domestic violence in times of crisis will be presented and considered in the presented work.
