ΑBSTRACT
The reintegration of ex-prisoners is a process difficult, painful and sometimes impossible. The existence of support networks as for example family that stands to this person is a factor that contributes to social reintegration.

The purpose of this paper is to highlight the problems identified both in Greek and in Europe which are related to the reintegration of former prisoners. In particular, the inhuman living conditions in penitentiary unpleasant consequences that brings confinement instance integration subculture, institutionalization, deprivation of basic rights, stigmatization, social exclusion, marginalization and lack of government concern for the integration of ex-prisoners into society leading to creation of new problems that impede social reintegration.

Furthermore, this study confirmed as in other investigations and crime-inhibitory role of the prison in relation to reintegration.
