Summary   

This is an essay that deals with the Dublin II Regulation. This regulation establishes the principle that only one member state is responsible for examining an asylum application. In other words, this means that the first land in the E.U. an immigrant enters, this land only, is responsible to offer an asylum which will make the immigrant a legal resident of that land. If an immigrant manages to travel to another member state of the E.U., that land is required to send the immigrant back to the land he first entered. This regulation has a lot of consequences to the immigrants and the “welcome” lands. First of all, the immigrants are not getting to the land they desire and are stuck in a “prison land”, in many cases in poor facilities and with their human rights violated, waiting for an asylum to be granted or to be sent back to their home country. Also, the consequences of this treaty are dealt only by a few countries, which are the “gates” to the European Union and that are situated in the southeast Europe, because these waves of immigrants are coming either from Asia or north Africa. Finally, this immigration matter bears economic, social and political effects on these member states.
